Learning anywhere, any time
First of all it’s true to say that, thanks to technology and the internet, learning is no longer limited to the hours spent in a classroom under the supervision of a teacher. Learning has become ubiquitous. We can learn anytime, anywhere. 
Now you may say: but students have been doing homework for years, outside the classroom and school hours. I’d say that the potential of ubiquitous learning in a digital environment goes far beyond the traditional idea of homework. 
Traditional homework keeps a student mentally in the traditional classroom, even though he is at home and the homework is being done after school. Learning online, in the cloud, creates a new context for learning. Learning in the cloud offers opportunities to engage students as independent learners in a space of unlimited resources with the opportunity to collaborate and interact with peers and others.
Learning in the cloud is not constrained by the ‘cells and the bells’ of a school. It prepares students to become lifelong learners. As a teacher we must prepare our students to operate safely and effectively in digital communities and networks because this will be the context for their lifelong learning.
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
