You might never have seen
trotting before, but you can
probably make a guess as to its
meaning if you think about what
other words might also fit there
- for example, walking, moving,
going, running, etc,

The inside of a metal box fllled vrnth Iiqrud
rutrogen and frozen to -173'c (-280"F) is
hardly the ideal habitat for a large African
mammal. But, as a test tu^be is taken out of
the container amid a cloud of white gas, a
note wntten on its side can be seen. 'This

is a northem white rhino,' says research
scientist Inbar Ben-Nun as she reads out
the ]abe].

Ben-Nun is holding no ordinary scientific
sample. For the frozen cells in that test tube
couid one day give rise to baby northem
white rhinos and help save the species.
They would be livtng specimens of one

75 of the most endangered species on Earth,
who after a few months would be fiotting
into wildlife parks, and maybe, just maybe,
helping repopulate their kind on the African
grasslands. No wonder that the place
where the sample came ftom is ca_lIed the
Frozen Zoo.

The Frozen Zoo was founded n 1972 at
San Dego Zoo's Institute for Conservation
Research as a place to keen samoles of

zr skin from rare and endanglred species.
At the time tlat the fust samples were
collected and put into deep freeze it was
not really lcror.m how they would be used
and genetlc technology was in its nfancy.
But there was a sense that one day some
unlinorarn scientific advance might male
use of them. Now thanks to a team at the
nearby Scnpps Research hstitute, that day
has come a lot closer.

gs Genetic scientists at Scripps, working fiom
a business park in San Diego's northem
subwbs, have succeeded in takrrg samples
of skln cells from the Frozen Zoo and turning
them into a culture of special cells known as
stem cells and these could be used to bring
to life long-dead animals whose species are
almost extinct. The breakttrough, so far,
has come wlth qeating stem cells for the
silver-maned dnll monkey, AJrica's most

as endangeredmonkey.
'The ftozen Zoo was a wonderfirl idea,'
says Dr Jeanne Loring who is leadrng the

Scripps team of which Ben-Nun is a part.
'This is the tust time that there has been
something that we can do. If we could
use animals that were"aheady dead to
generate sperm and eggs, then we can use
those individuals to ffeate greater genettc
diversity,' l,oring says.

Loring's lab at Scnpps holds samples fiom ss
the northem white rhino and the drill
monkey, but the real Frozen Zoo, headed by
Dr Oliver Ryder, just a few miles away, is on
a much larger scale. Housed in a building
inside San Diegfo Zoo, its freezers contain
samples from 8,400 animals, representing
more than 800 species. They include Gobi
bears, endangered cattle breeds such as
gaurs and bantengs, mountain gorillas,
pandas, a Califomia Wey whale and os
condors. The entire gigantic collection is in
fow deep-freeze tanks.
I/y'hen it comes to species still on the brink,
Ryder is insistent that we have a duty to
save them and that the Frozen Zoo can
play al important role Especially close
to Ryder's heart is one of the species that
Loring u working on: the northem white
rhino. There are just eight of the animals
left a-live on Earth. To put it bluntly: the z5
norlhem white rhino's gene pool is more
acflrrately a rapidly dryrng-up gene puddle.
But, i{ Loring's work succeeds in creating
northem white rhino stem cells and then
tumlng them into sperm and eggs, that
gene pool can be deepened agaln.
Ryder makes no seffet of how emotionally
attached he is to saving the northem white
rhino while there are still iiving animals,
rather than just reviving some later entirely as
from a test tu-be He recalls wrbressing the
birth of a female northem white rhino more
than 20 years ago and watching it being
inuoduced to its herd. 'l saw her meet the
rest of the rhino herd. There was a clear
sense of how to meet the babv If we walt
until there are no white rhinos and then one
is created ftom a test tube, to whom are we
going to infioduce it?' he says.

I z I I The short verses they wrote
were sad and often bitteq with the East
End shown as a place of no hope. To
some of the staff at Sir John Cass, Searle's
approach was alarming. Here was a
teacher in his early twenties using the
school as a laboratory for radical theories
of education, and encouraging pupils to
speak out. His classroom was noisy and
lots of the girls had crushes on him. He
saw pupils after school too, as he ran a
haif-price film club and lived in Stepney,
unlike most of his fellow teachers,
who fled each night to the suburbs.

Despite thenegative attitudes of colleagueq
Searle continued to focus on poetry.
He persuaded a photograPher, Ron
McCormick, to bring his portraits of East
London into class and with these visual
rnages the poems got better and better.

E I--l The school governors. who
thought th.t. poems were too 'gloomy',

had ordered Searle not to go ahead with
the collection, but by March 1971, Slepney
Words was out, paid for by Searle and
parcnts Extracts were even pnnted in the
Saz newspaper.

Searle's'enemies' (his own wor$ now made
their move. One lunchtime in late May,
the head called Searle in and fired him,
instructing him not to come in after the
end of the month.l?-J--_l Zcnuda
de la Cruz, a strong-willed 16-year-old girl
from Gibraltar took charge; 'We ananged
for people to tell each class. Immediately,

k;naida, the joumalists came along too.
There was also a sympathy walk-out by
the cleaning ladieg who made their feelings
known by refusing to wipe the'Dont sack
Searle'graffti off the school walls

Other schools joined in and the next
day there was a march to Trafalgar
Squarq in the centre of London.
Searle stayed away, not wanting to
be seen as their leader. but he did
not let the matter rest from then
o n .  l o l  l H e  a l s o  f o u g h t  h i s
dismissal through the union. In May
19'73, the government's education
secretary, Margaret Thatcher, ruled
that Searle should be reinstated at the
school. However, ignored by other
staff and denied a class of his own, he

decided to leave the school for good in
J,ily 1974. Searle continued to teach,
howeveq and worked in many different
countries around the world. He has
also published his own poetry.

Daohne du Maurier was born into a famous
London theatrical family, but lived in Cornwall

Bizarrely, he starts to hate a particular
apple tree in his garden, as he sees in it his
dead wife's most irritating characteristics,
He decides to get rid of it once and for all.
Eventually the tree destroys him, and we
understand that it is through his own bad
feelings towards Midge that he has brought
this end uoon himself.

Nature in du Maurier's stories rarely has a
favourable effect on humans, other than in
the coming-of-age story called lhe Pool,
This beautiful tale takes place in the middle
of summer in the English countryside. By a
woodland pool, a girl finds a 'secret world'- a
strange underwater place with fantastic beings.
[ffiI1---lt'is is nature as it is experienced
by a child: magical, enchanting and unreal.
With the end of childhood, her secret world is
out of reach for ever.

In a powerful story called The Chamois,we
follow a husband and wife as they go up a
mountain in northern Greece. The tensions
in the marriage are quickly established, as is
the man's obsession with hunting that elusive
animal, the chamois. Having reached the top of
a mountain pass, the couple are taken into the
high regions by a shepherd. What follows in
