Ordinal Data

Ordinal data classifies variables into categories which have a
natural order or rank.
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DEFINITION EXAMPLES

Ordinal data represent
categories with a specific,
meaningful order. These
categories can be ranked based
on their relative position or
value. However, the distances
between these categories are
not consistent or specifically
defined.

« Military ranks: progress from
Private to General.

« Economic class: Can be
ordered as low, middle & high.

« Movie ratings: ranking from
poor to excellent.

¢ Education levels: from
elementary to postgraduate.
