Quand on parle des expériences que 
l’on a déjà faites, on peut utiliser le 
Present perfect, si l’on ne précise pas 
la date.  
Si l’on précise la date, on met du 
prétérit. 

Ex: Alex has already been through 
the rainforest. (present perfect) 
 
He went there 3 days ago.
