70 years after slavery was made illegal in the US, things were still hard for Black Americans. Many people were unhappy when slavery was ended. Law makers in some places, especially southern states made special rules to keep white people and black people apart. People of different places had to use different drinking fountains, different bathrooms and even had to go to different schools. The Supreme court rules that it was legal as long as things were separate but equal. This separation between people of different colors was called segregation.

In the mid ‘60s, in the USA, Black people could live with white people but they were not allowed to mix with them. 
For example, they were forbidden to sit anywhere in the public transports. They had special areas.
They were refused to go to the same school as white people.

They were not allowed to use the same toilets as white people. In public places such as theaters, they had to use a different entrance, for “colored people”.
This system was called SEGREGATION.

Segregation is keeping one group of people apart from another and treating them differently, especially because of race, sex, or religion. It is a form of discrimination because one group of people is treated unfairly. 
Segregation was a legal system of discrimination and racism that took place in the USA until the 1960’s.
